Montauk Fishing and Camping Trip

Schedule and Rules 2016

The Buddy system is in effect at all times when you are off the campsite!

No food or soda in tents. No cell phones or electronic devices unless there is an emergency.

You must have a daily permit for each day you are fishing. These are $2 at the Lodge. Anyone over the age of 15 and under 65 must have a state fishing license as well. The daily trout limit is 4 fish(8 total in your possession). If you are in the water YOU MUST be actively trout fishing. There is no provision at the State park for any other activities in the water. No swimming, no wading, no horseplay. If you are keeping your fish they must be kept on a stringer with your name and address clearly labeled.  

Don’t catch fish if you aren’t willing and able to clean, transport, and store them. We do not want to see stringers of fish hanging around for hours. If you do catch, clean, and cook a fish make sure we get some pictures.

Friday and Saturday nights, lights out at 10PM. Scouts need to be in the tents and quiet.

Saturday morning

6:30AM wake up.  This will give you an hour to get ready to fish by the approximate 7:30AM opening horn. 

9:00AM Breakfast.  Patrols will not be allowed to eat until the entire Patrol is present. Cooks
and assistants will 
need to return early to get set up and started cooking.

10:00AM Cleanup. No one leaves camp until all the breakfast dishes and tables are cleaned up.

10:30AM Fishing or hiking.

12:30-1:30PM Lunchtime. Patrols can eat lunch, but no Patrol may start lunch unless all members are present. 
Patrols may not dismiss from lunch until they have cleaned their area and policed their trash.

Saturday afternoon 

5:30-6:30PM  All Patrols will need to assemble for dinner. Dinner does not start unless everyone is present.

After dinner we have dish cleanup again. Nobody leaves the campsite until all dishes and tables are clean. 

We will have some sort of dessert later on around 8 or 9PM.

Weather permitting we will try to have a campfire. 

10PM Lights out. This is quiet time. All Scouts need to be in their tents.

Sunday morning

6:30AM wakeup for those who want to fish. 

8:00-9:00AM Breakfast and breaking camp. We will police the entire campsite area for trash 
before we leave. 
Nobody leaves separately from the group. We all need to caravan home.

10:00-10:30 Leave Montauk.

12:30-1:00 Arrive Fink’s ALPS store in Union.
